STANWELL NORTH & STANWELL MOOR

At a recent Panel meeting... you told us of your concerns about groups of youths congregating in St Mary's church porch in Stanwell. Residents' complaints covered littering, underage smoking and drinking and general anti-social behaviour. 

We responded... by making the area a Neighbourhood Priority and increasing our patrols there. A number of youths were located and spoken to by local officers. The youths' details were obtained and where appropriate they were been searched under section 23 of the Misuse of Drugs Act before being directed to leave the area.

You highlighted... parking issues in Church Approach leading to St Mary's church, where vehicles have been parking on the footpaths which, in turn, prevents pedestrians from walking on the footpaths and forces them into the road.

We responded... by speaking to owners of vehicles found to be obstructing the footpaths. They were informed of the possible consequences if their vehicle is again found to be causing an obstruction. We continue to monitor the parking situation and will deal with any vehicles deemed to be causing an obstruction
STAINES URBAN:

You told us... about youths congregating and behaving anti-socially in the Northfield Road and Northfield Court area...and that particular families were causing noise at all hours and damaging property on occasion 

We responded... by conducting regular Safer Neighbourhood Team patrols in the area. A 14 year-old boy was arrested by PC Vernon and charged on suspicion of taking a motor vehicle without the owner's consent as well as various traffic-related offences. The teenager was later convicted at court for driving without insurance. A 16 year-old girl was arrested by PC Vernon on suspicion of being in possession of an offensive weapon and affray. She later received a juvenile reprimand under section 5 of the Public Order Act.

We patrol the estate at all times of the day and night. Youths are regularly stopped and searched and street cautions have been issued for possession of cannabis - a class B substance. Section 59 notices have also been issued for anti-social use of motorcycles.

PCSO Debbie Tippetts and PCSO Dominic Long held a meeting in Northfield Road with Spelthorne Council's Anti-social Behaviour Officer and the A2 Dominion Estate Manager responsible for a large number of properties there. We discussed actions that can be taken to stop further incidents. A street meeting also took place in Northfield Road. 

You told us... about possible drug use behind the garages in Richmond Road where youths have been seen smoking in vehicles. After the youths left the area, residents found small 'cannabis bags' discarded there.

In response... local officer are patrolling the area in the evenings and weekends.

You complained... about speeding vehicles in Laleham Road, drivers using hand-held mobile phones while driving and those not wearing a seat belt. This occurs at all times of day.

In response... our Roads' Policing Unit has been tasked to deal robustly with any offenders in the area. This is part of the DriveSMART campaign - a force priority to tackle anti-social driving. Meanwhile, Safer Neighbourhood and traffic officers with speed guns are regularly out and about in Laleham Road and Staines Road, monitoring and enforcing speeding vehicles. Further interventions are planned to tackle the problem.


You complained... about the anti-social use of motorbikes in the Leacroft and Shortwood Common area.

We responded... by stopping three youths seen riding motorbikes in the vicinity. PC Vernon and PCSO Tippetts reported the youngsters for riding without insurance or licence - and for several other traffic offences. In addition, the bike was seized.


ParkSMART
One issue continually raised at Neighbourhood Panel meetings is that of inconsiderate parking in Staines and in particular around Leacroft and outside our schools.

The ongoing countywide DriveSMART campaign aims to educate drivers on keeping Surrey’s roads safe and to crackdown on those who drive in a selfish manner. The ParkSMART strand of the campaign informs motorists about parking regulations and encourages sensible parking. 

By respecting the ParkSMART principles you will help reduce the kind of inconsiderate and dangerous parking that causes all sorts of problems, including the obstruction of emergency service vehicles attempting to reach the scene of a fire or an accident.

Safer Neighbourhood Team location!
The Surrey Police Safer Neighbourhood Team has relocated to Spelthorne Borough Council offices. The Staines Urban Team benefits from this as the new location is right in the heart of our area, making it easier and quicker for us to attend any incidents or issues. 


The Neighbourhood priorities remain as Northfield Road, Kingston Crescent, Field View Court and Edinburgh Drive.  Other issues raised in the meeting where the abandoned house in Leacroft where local youths are gaining access to the premises and surrounding land. The Property is a hazard due to a large barn in the yard of the property in which the roof is made out of asbestos. Local officers will continue to patrol the property on a regular basis.

STANWELL SOUTH & ASHFORD NORTH
You said… you were concerned with parking problems on Station Crescent in Ashford particularly around Ashford park Primary School at the pickup and drop off times. 

We responded…. by conducting high visibility patrols at the relevant times in the mornings and in the afternoons. Words of advice and several fixed penalty tickets have been given to drivers who park inconsiderately and we will continue to patrol the area.


You Said… you were concerned about anti social behaviour in the garage block behind Cranford Close in Stanwell.

We responded… by creating a neighbourhood priority issue for the area. We have conducted high visibility patrols in the evenings and weekends and we will continue to monitor the area. 


Theft Of Number Plates 
There have been several reports from all over the area regarding theft of number plates from all types of vehicles.  Number plates are generally only secured by two screws and therefore are an easy target for thieves who would place them on a similar car which is then used in crime. 

To help prevent your number plate from being removed you can use anti tamper screws called CLUTCH HEAD SCREWS. These screws are tightened using an ordinary screwdriver and are virtually impossible to undo. 

You can pick these up from your local hardware store.

ASHFORD TOWN
Incident in Adelaide Road 
We would like to thank the residents of Adelaide Road and surrounding roads for their understanding and patience following the incident on Tuesday 18 January 2011.

On that day, Surrey Police received information about an Adelaide Road property operating as a cannabis factory. On attending the location, officers discovered they were unable to communicate with the occupants who did not speak English.

We also had intelligence of a possible firearm in the property. Therefore, rather than force entry, Surrey Police took the decision to close the road while awaiting an interpreter.

The incident concluded peacefully at around 9.30pm. A full search of the property revealed an extensive set-up for the cultivation of cannabis. No firearms were found, however. Three men and a teenage boy were arrested and the investigation is currently ongoing.

ParkSMART
One issue continually raised at Neighbourhood Panel meetings is that of inconsiderate parking on the streets of Ashford.

The ongoing countywide Drive SMART campaign aims to educate drivers on keeping Surrey's roads safe and to crackdown on those who drive in a selfish manner. The ParkSMART strand of the campaign informs motorists about parking regulations and encourages sensible parking. 

By respecting Park SMART principles you will help reduce the kind of inconsiderate and dangerous parking that causes all sorts of problems, including the obstruction of emergency service vehicles attempting to reach the scene of a fire or an accident.

Speeding enforcement
We have been conducting speeding enforcement in Parkland Grove, Stanwell Road, Fordbridge Road and Woodthorpe under the DriveSMART banner. We will continue to conduct this operation at the above locations, as agreed with attendees of the most recent Neighbourhood Panel meeting. 


Anti-social behaviour
We have patrolled at times suggested by you in order to address ongoing anti-social behaviour problem involving groups of youths. The areas highlighted as locations for concern are listed in the Neighbourhood Priorities section on the right. We have also made covert patrols on foot patrol and in unmarked vehicles in an attempt to witness offences as they happen.


Shoplifting
We are working with shopkeepers in an effort to deal with shoplifting and view every incident captured on CCTV in retail premises. The Safer Neighbourhood Team's knowledge of people in the area can be crucial in the investigation process as initial identification is often made by us.

The instigators have been pointed out to the team, and we have subsequently identified those responsible. When appropriate, we conduct home visits to speak with parents of offenders and have also issued banning letters on behalf of targeted stores.

Recent charges have been made for a number of local, prolific shoplifters due to positive interventions made by the local SNT whereby the offenders will be attending court.

ASHFORD COMMON & ASHFORD EAST
told us to... “Get tough on those using drugs in our neighbourhood”

We responded... by conducting plain clothes patrols aimed at targeting offenders and gathering intelligence. We carried out stop-searches on individuals who are known by us to be connected to drug usage and/or drug supply. We also worked closely with the Neighbourhood Support Team which conducted drugs warrants in response to intelligence gathered about certain premises.

While on routine patrol in December, PC De Cogan went to an address from which a strong smell of cannabis was coming. Inside she found a person using the drug and they were duly arrested and dealt with for this offence.


You told us to... “Take action against speeding vehicles in Convent Road, Feltham Road and Feltham Hill Road”

We responded... in conjunction with Spelthorne Council which very kindly provided funding for a new speed gun solely for use by Ashford's Neighbourhood Teams. This will be used to carry out regular speed enforcement activity at our problem locations. The Roads' Policing Unit and the Safer Neighbourhood Team continue to carry out regular enforcement action in Convent Road (and now Feltham Road as well). 


Caught in the act
PC De Cogan was on routine patrol in Woodlands Parade when she came across three people behaving suspiciously inside a phone box. When they saw her police car each of these individuals made off on foot. PC De Cogan managed to catch up with two of them and found them to be in possession of a quantity of money and a large crowbar. Both were arrested on suspicion of theft from the phone box, criminal damage and going equipped for theft. They have now been charged and are awaiting a court date.

SHEPPERTON & LALEHAM
The good news is that crime in the area has decreased by 20% within the past year. But please remain vigilant and don't become an easy target for burglars... 


You told us... about anti-social behaviour around Harrison Way and surrounding roads. 

We responded... by making this neighbourhood priority (ref: SL/10/8475). We are undertaking ongoing high-visibility patrols on foot and in vehicles with our Response Team colleagues. A site inspection has been completed by A2 Dominion and a recent residents' meeting was attended by police, A2 Housing and local council representatives. Please report any incidents on 0845 125 2222 number. In case of emergency or if a crime is in progress, call 999. We have had a number of successes in our efforts to counter anti-social.

You told us... about parking problems around local schools. 

We responded... by working with the schools and residents in an effort to to resolve this problem. We have been conducting reassurance patrols at relevant times. This has resulted in a number of warnings issued and in future we will strenuously enforce parking offences and anti-social parking around schools in conjunction with the ParkSMART strand of the Surrey Police/Surrey County Council DriveSMART campaign which aims to educate drivers on keeping Surrey’s roads safe and to crackdown on those who drive in a selfish manner. Two ZJ’s have been set up to deal with this problem and the area is regularly patrolled.
Partnership Action Day

This took place on 24th February in Shepperton High Street.  This is organised by the Spelthorne Safer Stronger Partnership and involved the Council who organise it, Police, Surrey County Council, Voluntary Sector, VOSA, Surrey Fire and Rescue Service, NHS Surrey and many others. SUNBURY COMMON
You said… that speeding is your main concern in Sunbury Common, particularly on Vicarage Road, Groveley Road, Beechwood Avenue and Kings Avenue

In Response… the Sunbury Safer Neighbourhood Team currently conduct random speed checks down these roads, however as this has been highlighted as such a problem we will strive to conduct these speed checks once a week in at least one of these locations. We also hope to get a community speed watch up and running in the near future which would involve members of the public using the Ultralyte Speed Gun.

You said… there have been a series of break ins and theft of metalwork from the allotments in Groveley Road

We did… the Safer Neighbourhood Team will continue to patrol the area by foot and we have access to the grounds itself to patrol within the allotment site. The Response and Neighbourhood Support Teams have also been made aware and will patrol these areas by car when in the area.

You said… there is congestion at the junction of Green Lane and Staines Road West in the evening and at the weekend because of cars double parked, possibly from the hire company.

In Response… we will make regular patrols in the area and deal with any offending vehicles accordingly, and work out whether these do belong to any companies in the area.

You said… there is a possible crash site at the junction of Beechwood Avenue and Vicarage Road, particularly involving cars overtaking buses at the bus stop.

We did… some research into this. Our Casualty Reduction Officer informed us that there have been two accidents near this location in the last 36 months although neither of these has involved buses. The Safer Neighbourhood Team will monitor this and take action if it continues to be an issue.

You said... that vehicles parking on pavements are forcing pedestrians to walk in the road to get past. Overhanging trees and bushes in Cumbernauld Gardens, Kinross Drive and Vicarage Road were also obstructing the pavements and sometimes obscuring the view of drivers. 

In response... our patrols are monitoring parked cars causing obstructions and are dealing with the issues appropriately. For more information about correct parking, please visit the Park SMART section at www.drivesmartsurrey.org.uk 

The Sunbury Common Neighbourhood Supervisor, Steve Ward, recently received a big 'Thank You' from residents after arranging the cutting-back of overgrown hedging in the access road to The Parade. LOWER SUNBURY
Anti-social driving and inconsiderate parking
You told us... at the most recent Neighbourhood Panel meeting that the Lower Sunbury Safer Neighbourhood Team's should continue focusing on anti-social driving and inconsiderate parking in the village.

We responded by... continuing to conduct parking patrols in and around all the schools in the village. We have issued a number of warning notices to drivers and have advised the Spelthorne Borough Council parking enforcement officers of locations they need to patrol in order to enforce parking restrictions.

We have conducted speed enforcement in a variety of roads in the village. On Saturday 19th February 2011 myself and three colleagues conducted speed enforcement in The Avenue and Green Street as well as looking to deal with other traffic offences such as drivers driving whilst not wearing a seatbelt and driving whilst using a mobile phone.

Overall a total of 20 vehicles were stopped with 3 drivers being issued fixed penalty notices for driving at excess speed and 4 drivers being issued fixed penalty notices for driving without wearing a seatbelt. The remaining 13 drivers stopped were given either an educational input or a verbal warning for speeding.

Unfortunately the majority of drivers stopped that morning were local residents! 

In relation to parking issues in Hanworth Road we have requested the implementation of parking restrictions in the road. Surrey County Council have confirmed that this location is to be assessed in 2011 to decide if this is a viable option. We are currently awaiting an update from Surrey County Council regarding this location. 

We will be conducting spot checks in the next couple of weeks in relation to overloaded buses. Should we find any offences during these checks offences will be dealt with robustly.

Anti Social Use of motor vehicles at Kempton Park Racecourse
You told us…. We have received a number of reports of riders riding quad bikes and off road bikes on land adjoined to Kempton Park Racecourse as well as on racecourse land. 

We did…. We have attended on a number of occasions with the majority of riders leaving the location prior to police arrival. 

On one occasion a rider was stopped and spoken to and a Section 59 Warning issued to the rider for using a motor vehicle in an anti social manner on land without the land owner’s permission. Should this rider be stopped for the same offence again within 12 months the vehicle he is using at the time of being stopped would be seized and possibly crushed.

We will continue to conduct patrols at the racecourse in an effort to stop the riders from using this location inappropriately. 

General update

Fordbridge Road Car Park 
Unfortunately this car park is still being used as a gathering point late in the evenings by youths in their vehicles. This in itself is not a problem however whilst in the car park the youths are using their car horns and playing music loudly as well as playing footballs sometimes at 1am!

We will be conducting regular patrols in the car park in order to deal with any offences and we will be conducting home visits to people who have been involved in this anti social behaviour but have left the location prior to police arrival.

Auto crime in Lower Sunbury
Unfortunately, there have been a number of auto crime offences committed in Lower Sunbury over recent weeks. We have also seen an increase in registration plate thefts. This may be linked to increasing fuel prices.

SHEPPERTON & HALLIFORD
You told us... that youths were responsible for anti-social behaviour in Manygate Lane and near the Greeno Centre in Glebeland Gardens.

We responded... by creating Neighbourhood Priority Reports for both locations. We met with residents to ascertain the key times when the youths were meeting. We also increased our patrols. These include 'Anti-social Behaviour Patrols', a borough-wide policing response to late night anti-social behaviour at weekends. To help highlight the issues at the Greeno Centre, we contacted youths, their parents and the local council in order to underline the concerns of users of the centre.

You said... you wanted to see the Safer Neighbourhood Team patrolling at night and at the weekends.

We responded... by ensuring that we dedicate as much time as possible to high-visibility patrols on our late night and weekend shifts.

Please note: There is often a gap between the public perception of the risk of crime and the likelihood of actually becoming a victim of crime. Crime in the area has actually decreased by 20% during the past year.

General update
A joint partnership working day was completed on the 24th of February, this saw officials and volunteers of the Local Council, Fire Brigade, Trading Standards and youth services to name a few get together for a day of action. Visiting local businesses, public houses and residents to assist with issues as well as having a stall outside the library in Shepperton High Street where many of the local councillors and Safer Neighbourhood Team were to answer questions and assist local residents. 
A good day and I will update you of future events planned.

Reports of Anti-Social Behaviour have been minimal in recent weeks which is good, please continue to report any incidents to us as we cannot help if we don't know about it.
